Epistle Lesson Romans 8:1-10
There is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ
Jesus, 2because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of
life set me free from the law of sin and death. 3For what the
law was powerless to do in that it was weakened by the sinful
nature, God did by sending his own Son in the likeness of
sinful man to be a sin offering. And so he condemned sin in
sinful man, %in order that the righteous requirements of the law
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might be fully met in us, who do not live according to the
sinful nature but according to the Spirit. °Those who live
according to the sinful nature have their minds set on what that
nature desires; but those who live in accordance with the Spirit
have their minds set on what the Spirit desires. °The mind of
sinful man is death, but the mind controlled by the Spirit is life
and peace; “the sinful mind is hostile to God. It does not
submit to God’s law, nor can it do so. ¥Those controlled by the
sinful nature cannot please God. °You, however, are controlled
not by the sinful nature but by the Spirit, if the Spirit of God
lives in you. And if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ,
he does not belong to Christ. °But if Christ is in you, your
body is dead because of sin, yet your spirit is alive because of
righteousness.

22Jesus said to
them, ““You will indeed drink from my cup, but to sit at my
right or left is not for me to grant. These places belong to
those for whom they have been prepared by my Father.”
2\When the ten heard about this, they were indignant with the
two brothers. ZJesus called them together and said, “You
know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and their
high officials exercise authority over them. 2Not so with you.
Instead, whoever wants to become great among you must be
your servant, 2’and whoever wants to be first must be your
slave—28just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but
to serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”
